City Manager’s News

April was the start of the
2010/2011 fiscal year. As with the
beginning of every fiscal year the
rush for spring projects begins.
This year the City has several large
projects including:

Masse Gateway Redevelopment

Project ~ This project includes the
demolition of approximately
40,000 sq. ft. of blighted, vacant
industrial space in the Batavia In-
dustrial Center to allow for the
construction of an access roadway
into the site. In addition, approxi-
mately 120,000 sq. ft. of obsolete
industrial space will be renovated
into rental space for commercial,
residential and light industrial us-
ers. The City received $1.5 mil-
lion from the Empire State Devel-
opment Corporation (ESDC) to
complete this project. The project
is expected to begin this summer
and be completed by fall.

Bank Street Infrastructure Im-
provements ~This project includes
the replacement of 800 linear ft. of
water main from Washington to
North Street and 1,600 linear ft.
of sewer main from School to
North Street. In addition, some
sidewalks will be replaced on the
west side of Bank St. between
Washington and North St. and
Bank St. will be repaved. The City
received $411,000 from the Com-
munity Development Block Grant
(CDBG) program for the water
component of this project. Con-
struction is expected to begin this
summer and be completed by fall.

Sidewalk Replacement Fhis pro-
ject includes the replacement of
sidewalks and the installation of
ADA accessible ramps along
South Jackson St., Liberty St. and
Hutchins St. In total 23,000 sq. ft.

of sidewalk will be replaced. The
City received a $150,000 member
item grant from Senator Mary Lou
Rath to complete this project.
Construction is expected to begin
shortly after the school year and
should be completed prior to the
school year starting in the fall.

These are just a few of the projects
that the City will be tackling this
summer. Enjoy the spring and
summer!

Department of Public Works
News

The City’s code enforcement per-
sonnel are charged with enforce-
ment of the NYS compilation of
codes and the Batavia Municipal
Code. The intent of the codes is to
provide minimum requirements
offering a reasonable level of life
safety and property protection
from the hazards of fire, explosion
and dangerous conditions; and to
promote the public health, safety
and welfare. The codes and the
enforcement of them is not in-
tended to place undue burden on
property owners. Rather, it is to
safeguard the health and general
welfare of the community as a
whole, in so far as they are af-
fected by the occupancy and main-
tenance of structures and premises.

The Bureau of Inspection would
like to suggest that spring is the
perfect time to start property main-
tenance projects that have been put
off all winter. The following is a
brief list of important compliance
issues that can be addressed with
little or no monetary cost.

e Household garbage should be
placed in sealed containers,
stored inside a structure or to
the rear of the dwelling, out of

sight from the public right of way.

e Hedges within fifteen feet of
the public right of way are re-
quired to be maintained no
taller than three feet above
ground level.

e Unlicensed automobiles are
required to be stored in com-
pletely enclosed structures or
covered with approved tight
fitting covers specifically de-
signed for this purpose.

e Upholstered interior furniture,
not specifically designed for
exposure to the weather,
should not be located on open
porches or patios.

e Porch flooring should be se-
cured and maintained free of
rotted materials and tripping
hazards.

e Handrails and guardrails
should be secured.

e Peeling, flaking, chipping
paint should be removed and
the surfaces repainted. Oxida-
tion on metal parts should be
removed and the surfaces re-
coated.

It is imperative that we eliminate
rodent harborage and mosquito
breeding areas. This can be done
by clearing out and properly dis-
posing of any yard debris, tires,
boards, wood piles, machinery and
trash; Clean out gutter and down-
spouts to ensure proper drainages;
Maintain swimming pools and wa-
ter gardens in a clean and sanitary
condition; Keep lawns cut short;
Eliminate rodent food sources by
frequently picking up after pets
and placing household garbage in
sealed containers. Eliminating
areas of rodent harborage and mos-
quito breeding locations will re-
duce the risks of rodent and mos-
quito borne diseases being trans-
ferred to us and our pets.



City Earth & Arbor Day Review

The City of Batavia celebrated the
40™ Anniversary of Earth Day this
year with a city wide park clean
up, eco-friendly presentations and
a tree planting ceremony in Austin
Park. The city joined forces with
ARC, GCC, GCASA, National
Grid, Tim Hortons, Master Gar-
deners, Target, Lowes, and GLOW
to make the city’s Earth Day cele-
bration one to remember. The
morning began with a presentation
by Carl Pawlak from National Grid
who spoke on practical energy sav-
ing tips that can be utilized by just
about anyone. Carl focused on the
energy, and money saving, aspects
of CFL (Compact Fluorescent)
light bulbs versus the standard in-
candescent bulb. Lighting costs
represent  about
20% of the aver-
age home electric
bill, and a CFL
uses about 75%
less energy than a
standard incandes-
cent bulb. They
L]
?lso laTt about ten -
imes longer than
the standard bulb, so they save
money all around. Switching just
one of your lights over to a CFL
can save roughly $77 a year
(energy costs and purchasing new
bulbs), imagine if you switched all
of your lights over to CFLs!

After Carl’s presentation Donna
Rae Sutherland from GCC showed
the volunteers how to reuse com-
mon household items, so as to
never create unwarranted waste.
She also gave additional tips on
how to become “more green”
while saving money. Following
her presentation the children in the
audience were asked to give an eco

tip they had learned that morning
for a prize, donated by Target. Just
about every hand flew up, it was
clear the youth had really retained
a lot of great information.

Before heading
out to the parks to
clean up everyone

was able to
learn even more
eco-tips  from

GLOW and Mas-
ter Gardeners. The rest of the
morning was spent cleaning up
parks in the city before reconven-
ing for a tree planting ceremony
presented by Lowes, who also do-
nated our little-leaf linden tree that
can now be seen growing next to
the playground in Austin Park.
Hopefully, this tree can represent
the spirit of Earth Day and as Bata-
vians watch it grow from year to
year it will represent what it is we
are trying to protect. Don’t forget
to look for the city of Batavia’s
annual Earth Day event in 2011!

Fire Department Reminders

One of the great pleasures of sum-
mer is eating and cooking outdoors
with family and friends. Whether
you cook on a gas grill or charcoal
barbecue, neither are foolproof,
and both should be handled with

care.

The contents of a liquefied petro-
leum gas (LPG) cylinder are under
pressure and have the potential
explosive force of several sticks of
dynamite. Naturally, precautions
should be taken to avoid accidents.

e DO NOT transport LPG cylin-
ders in the trunk of a passenger

vehicle. A filled cylinder
should always be transported
in a secured, upright position
on the floor of the vehicle with
all windows open. Remove the
cylinder from the vehicle as
soon as possible. Never leave a
cylinder in a parked vehicle.

e NEVER let children use a gas
fired barbecue.

e NEVER use a gas fired barbe-
cue inside any structure.

e NEVER store any cylinders,
attached to a barbecue or not,
inside any part of a structure,
including porches or balco-
nies. Cylinders should be kept
outdoors in a shaded, cool
area out of direct sunlight.

Although charcoal may sound less
dangerous than LP gas, it is just as
necessary to take precautions when
using charcoal burning appliances.

e NEVER use charcoal burners
inside an enclosed space, both
LP gas and charcoal emit car-
bon monoxide, but the incom-
plete smoldering combustion
of charcoal embers can create
much more CO than a gas fired
appliance.

e NEVER add starter fluid once
a fire has been started. Fire
may follow the fluid stream
back to the container, causing
an explosion and scattering
flaming liquid.

e ALWAYS use great caution
when disposing of the ashes.
Ashes may contain live embers
for days that can start a fire if
not disposed of properly. Thor-
oughly wet ashes with water
before emptying the barbecue.

Follow these precautions and enjoy
outdoor cooking and eating in
health, happiness and safety.



City Clerks News

At least a couple of times a year,
we all have to pay taxes but most
people don’t know when they
come out or when they are due
because they are typically paid
through escrow. Hopefully the
following will give you a better
understanding of the taxes for your
City property!

The City and County taxes are is-
sued together by the City on May
1*. The taxes are due in two in-
stallments - one on May 31% and
one on August 31* - or you can
pay in full by May 31%. Payments
can be made after those dates but
penalties will apply so your best
course of action is to plan ahead by
knowing when your payments are
due so you will be able to pay on-
time and avoid late fees. School
taxes are issued by the City School
District, not the City of Batavia,
and come out on October 1%
These are usually due at the end of
October but may vary by a couple
of days. Again, payments can be
made after the due date but penal-
ties are added. If your school taxes
aren’t paid by the end of Decem-
ber, in January, the School will
turn them over to the City to col-
lect on the School’s behalf. This
means that if your current school
taxes aren’t paid by the end of De-
cember, when you are ready to pay
them, they will have to be paid at
City Hall and you should make
your checks payable to the City.
Even more fees are added when
the taxes are turned over to the
City in addition to increasing inter-
est for every month it is late.

As mentioned before, if your taxes
are paid through escrow you might
not be aware of these important
dates — but you should! It could
save you a bundle in penalties

especially when you pay off that
mortgage and taxes aren’t paid
through escrow anymore!

If you are having trouble getting to
the Clerk’s Office on time with
your payment, here are a few sug-
gestions that may help you avoid
late penalties. The City of Batavia
has an outside drop box located to
the right of the entrance to City
Hall. Payments left in the drop
box from the previous night are
picked up the next morning and
deemed paid the day before. This
means that if you can’t make it into
the Clerk’s Office during our busi-
ness hours to pay your water bill
on the 31" (or the last day of the
month), and you leave the payment
in the drop box that night, the next
morning any payments in the drop
box will be considered received on
the 31 and no penalty will be
charged. The Clerk’s Office also
accepts postmarks so at least get-
ting a payment in the mail by the
31" or end of the month will be
accepted without penalty. Keep in
mind, too, that if the last day of the
month falls on a weekend or a holi-
day, you still have that next busi-
ness day to make your payment
without penalty.

There are only a few things in life
that are certain.
